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The Elegies on Sidney in William Byrd’s Publication of Music

ABSTRACT

Elegies on Sir Philip Sidney are divided into two groups: the elegies printed immediately after
Sidney’s death in 1586 and those printed in the 1590s. While the former exclusively focuses on
Sidney’s heroic virtue, the latter praises Sidney as a poet/shepherd within the Arcadian fictional
setting. It draws interest towards how Sidney was represented in literary and non-literary works
between 1588 and 1590, the period between the two different legends. In this paper, William Byrd’s
Psalmes, Sonets and Songs (1588) and Thomas Watson’s Italian Madrigals Englished (1590) are
examined to prove that the myth representing Sidney as a poet was already prepared by Byrd and
Watson even before the publication of Sidney’s Astrophil and Stella in 1591.
